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Azimut: Update on Uranium Exploration Properties

Longueuil, Quebec - Azimut Exploration Inc. (“Azimut”) presents an update on the
uranium exploration programs in progress on 14 of its uranium properties located in Quebec.
Contracts for approximately 32,000 line-km of helicopter-borne geophysical surveys have been
signed as well as contracts to collect about 4,030 samples of lake-bottom sediments. The
appended table summarizes these ongoing programs operated mainly by Azimut's partners.
See map attached to press release dated May 29, 2007 for the location of such properties.

On the North Rae property, optioned to Northwestern Mineral Ventures (“Northwestern”), a
comprehensive prospecting and sampling program is in progress, as well as detailed ground
radiometric surveys on several zones of interest. This phase follows a preliminary ranking field
program performed early July by a joint Azimut-Northwestern task team. The current field work
will form the basis for the drilling program which is planned to start in August.

Azimut also reports that it has acquired new uranium properties in northern Quebec totalling
3,330 claims representing a surface area of 1,551 km?. The largest property, named Kangig,
totals 1,596 claims and is adjacent to the North Rae property in the Ungava Bay region. In
total, Azimut holds about 20,050 claims for uranium in Quebec, of which about 14,150 claims
are currently under option agreements to seven different industry partners.
